 "Parents as Reading Partners" Program

Deputy Minority Leader, (New City-Haverstraw) will again take part in reading programs 
at a number of local schools this spring.  

Legislator Day, who has been a participant in the PARP program for years prior to being 
a legislator, said that “instilling a love of reading in the children opens up so many 
opportunities for these youngsters, and as an elected official, I am particularly proud to 
be an active part of that.”
